	2. Sexual Exploitation (SE) is any actual or attempted abuse of a position of vulnerability, differential power, or trust, for sexual purposes, including, but not limited to, profiting monetarily, socially or politically from the sexual exploitation of another.

	1. Gender-based violence (GBV) is an umbrella term for any harmful act that is perpetrated against a person’s will, and that is based on socially ascribed (gender) differences between males and females. It includes acts that inflict physical, sexual or mental harm or suffering, threats of such acts, coercion, and other deprivations of liberty. These acts can occur in public or private. 

	4. Sexual Harassment (SH) is any unwelcome words, sexual or physical acts, or gestures of a sexual nature.  SH can include sexual assault, including attempted sexual assault, attempted rape, and rape.  The perspective of the person targeted by the conduct decides what is reasonable or not in terms of unacceptable behaviour. 

	3. Sexual Abuse (SA) is the actual or threatened physical intrusion of a sexual nature, whether by force or under unequal or coercive conditions.

	6. Transactional sex is non-marital, non-commercial sexual relationships motivated by an implicit assumption that sex will be exchanged for material support or other benefits. Transactional sex reflects a direct need for material support, men’s superior economic position and access to resources, women’s difficulties in meeting basic needs, and the cultural value placed on men having multiple sexual partners. 
	5. A sex worker can be female or male, including transgender adults and young people (over 18 years of age) who receive money or goods in exchange for sexual services, either regularly or occasionally.  Sex work may vary in the degree to which it is “formal” or “organized.”

	8. Safeguarding refers to the responsibility that organizations have to make sure their staff, operations, and programs do no harm to children and vulnerable adults, and that they do not expose them to the risk of harm and abuse.
	7. PSEA refers to measures taken to protect vulnerable people from sexual exploitation and abuse by their own staff and associated personnel.
