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Ask your supervisor for your organization’s SEA policy and find the following in the policy:

· Who are you, the GBV caseworker, supposed to inform first? 
· Who else will be informed and when?
· What information will need to be provided and how?
· Who will the case be reported to?  What information will be shared?
· What will those receiving the information do with it?  Why do they need it?
· Does the survivor have the choice to participate in an investigation or not? 
· What can be expected regarding the survivor’s involvement (i.e. Will the survivor have to file a report, and if so to whom?  Will the survivor have to be interviewed, and if so by whom?)
· How will anyone receiving the requested information support your GBV case management efforts?
· What considerations are being made about safety and the survivor’s right to self-determination?

Confirm what you find with your supervisor so you are clear about your organizational reporting policy including steps you must take when you receive a GBV disclosure that is SEA and what you will need to communicate with a survivor.
