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For the facilitator: This first page is for you to have as a guide.  The pieces of information will need to be printed separately (one printed copy per page of information for pages 2-8).  Each piece of information should be given to one participant to read and post on a wall in the training room.

The following information from the investigating organization is helpful to have as a GBV caseworker to share with the survivor as soon as possible and/or to inform the GBV case management support you provide: 

An explanation of the entire process, including a timeframe for each stage.  

If you or your supervisor can accompany the survivor during the preliminary review and fact-finding stages.  ​​Note that survivors are entitled to ask the investigating organization for a support person to sit in- a family member or indeed the GBV caseworker.

If you or someone else may be able to accompany the survivor throughout the entire process to make sure that the survivor's best interests are respected.   

The gender and contact details of the assigned investigator/investigative team, when available.

If a focal point to communicate with is assigned throughout the process.

SEA support services that are available from that organization or elsewhere, for example, assistance with relocation for the survivor and other security and safety measures. 

The right of the survivor to stop participating in the investigation process, should she so choose, as well as her right to continue to receive services, regardless of her participation in the investigation process.
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
